The Yard of the Month Program has been 
established in order to encourage citizen 
participation on a regular basis in the    
improvement of Portsmouth communities.  

The Clean Community Commission’s Yard 
of the Month program will provide        
recognition to citizens who help make a 
difference in their neighborhoods through 
the adornment of their homes and       
beautification of their yards.       

Winners will not only receive a yard sign 
that can be placed in their yard for an   
entire month,  they also will receive       
recognition on the city’s website and in the 
Portsmouth Living section of The Virginian-
Pilot.  

Judging  

The judging of yards will take place on the 3rd  
Tuesday  of the following months:                               
 February,  May , August  and November.  

Each nominee will be scored by a panel of judges 
selected by the Clean Community  Commission.  
Scoring will be based on a 100 point scale focused 
on lawn maintenance, curb appeal and overall   
appearance.  Yards will be scored based on the   
following criteria: 

 Grass height  

 Lawn edging  

 Weed control within the yard and/or                    
 flower beds 

 Upkeep of shrubs  

 Litter and debris control  

Winners will be selected according to their scores. 
The yard with the highest score each quarter will 
win the Yard of the Month award.
