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The Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) implemented Federal/State
regulations in 1990 requiring cities with populations greater than 100,000 to obtain a Virginia

Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (VPDES) permit for their stormwater systems.

In May of 1993, the City of Portsmouth submitted Part Il of their VPDES permit

application in an effort to comply with the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency




Site Inspections

Routine construction site inspections are performed on all projects that disturb 2,500
square feet or more of land to ensure that the appropriate erosion and sediment control measures
have been properly installed and are properly maintained. These measures help to reduce
pollutants picked up in stormwater runoff from land disturbing activities on construction sites.
The program is operated in accordance with the Virginia Erosion and Sediment Control Law and
Regulations. Enforcement actions are initiated, if necessary, to ensure violators correct

deficiencies or repair damaged downstream properties in a timely manner.
The City of Portsmouth also operates a bulk refuse landfill for which site inspections are
conducted. Under Phase Il of the MS4 regulations, the City holds a VPDES permit for this

facility.

Ditch Piping & Drainage Maintenance

The Department of Public Works continues to maintain the ditch and culvert systems

throughout the City.

The City developed a database to track all inspections and enforcement actions that is
supported by a paper filing system. In FY2016, a total of 2,814 E&SC inspections were
conducted on 126 active projects throughout the City. (Note that this represents a 19.59%
increase when compared to the number of inspections conducted in FY2015, and a 8.02%
decrease in the number of projects.) These are summarized by project type in Table 3.1.

demolition began in late FY2014 to pave the way for new residential development. The

developer will be working with the City and ERP on a suitable substitute for the rain garden.

Phase | of Paradise Creek Nature Park, including 11 acres of restored wetlands, opened to
the public in FY2013. The park provides flood protection, as well as wildlife habitat and
educational activities. The design of Phase Il is complete. With the assistance of funds from a
DEQ grant, this phase will include expansion of the permeable pavement parking lot, a Learning
Center and Kayak Launch. Phase Il groundbreaking occurred in May 2015 is expected to be
operational in FY2015.

In FY2015, maintenance activities for Ebony Heights to alleviate localized flooding in
the western portion of the neighborhood. Currently, there is no CIP funding for neighborhood
projects. Localized flooding is being addressed with smaller projects using the stormwater
budget. The City has completed more than 10 of these small projects to address failing
infrastructure and/or flooding within the past 5 fiscal years. The culvert replacement at Warfield
Canal was recently completed and the Crystal Lake Culvert Replacement is complete. The
Hillwood Street Drainage Improvements project and Spence Road drainage improvements have
been designed and a design concept study for the Olde Town Pump Station is being prepared.
Planned activities include drainage projects to address localized flooding in Parkview, Highland
Biltmore and the western portion of Ebony Heights. In addition, the drainage improvement is
currently in various stages of design for Edgewood Park, Wright Avenue, Summerset Drive,
Summers Place, Burtons Point- EIm Avenue, Churchland Park, and Sykes Avenue-Beaton Drive.

Road improvements are projected for Ballard Road, while plans are still in the design stage.

The Brighton South Portsmouth project, noted in the FY2012 annual report, was recently
completed. This project included the installation of new stormwater drainage pipes. The first

phase of the Ebony Heights project



Maintenance activities will improve the flow of stormwater in these areas. One of these projects

is complete and the second nearing completion.

For all significant Public Utilities projects under design or construction, all existing
drainpipes within the design project area are being cleaned and inspected via CCTV. For

instance, as part of the Downtown Master Utility Project:



encompasses several elements including a Stormwater Physical Asset Valuation, an Operation &
Maintenance Plan, and a Lake and Pond Management Strategy, which includes the results of the

earlier aeration pilot study.

The completed plan was presented to City Council on October 27, 2003. The plan was
adopted and a phased fee increase was authorized. Accordingly, the Stormwater Management
Utility Fee has been increased each year since its inception, until FY2012. The fee was most
recently increased from $8.25 to $9.25 per ERU per month in July 2012. There will be no fee
increase for FY2016. The City Council also directed the Department of Public Works to educate
the general public about the results of the study and plan. To that end, in late 2003, an Executive

Dry Weather Sampling

Dry Weather Sampling at seventy-five random sites is conducted during the late spring
and summer months to identify potential illicit discharges. Dry Weather samples are tested for

the following parameters:

As required for the Dry Weather Sampling aspect of our program, seventy-five sites were
chosen at random, but generally selected in commercial and industrial areas with some coverage
in residential areas. These sites were checked for flow and, if observed, the flow was tested for
chemical concentrations outside the tolerance limits for the above listed parameters. The
screening results are summarized in Table 6.1 and Figure 6.1. Of these seventy-five sites, were

eight were found with flow. The results of the chemical testing are shown in Table 6.2.

In addition, the four sites that were found to have flow in FY2015 were retested in
FY2016. Assummarized in Table 6.3, of these four, none were found to have flow again.

Furthermore, two sites, one in FY2008 and one in FY2007, were retested in FY2016. As

summarized in Tables 6.5 and 6.7, of these two, they were both found to have flow in FY2016.

Note that in FY2017, the eight sites with flow in FY2016 will be tested again to

determine if flow is still present.



Stormwater Monitoring Stations

During the five-year period beginning in 1996 and ending in 2000, stormwater
monitoring data were collected throughout each year. In accordance with the stormwater
discharge monitoring requirement of the permit, the following information was recorded and

reported in this section of the required annual report:

Street Cleaning

The Department of Public Works is responsible for maintaining the City streets. Street
sweeping not only improves the aesthetic qualities of the urban area, it also improves stormwater
quality. Pollutants and debris are removed from the gutter, which prevents them from entering

the stormwater system.

Street sweeping is done with a variety of equipment, including:



Vehicle Wash Facility

The City constructed a wash rack facility in 1998 to clean its waste management and
other City vehicles. Waste management vehicles routinely carry waste matter and other
contaminants. Wastewater from the previous wash facility drained into the stormwater system
and was not treated before discharge. To correct this problem, the City diverted runoff from the
new facility into the sanitary sewer system. Therefore, any grit or other contaminants are
washed from the vehicles and treated with other sanitary discharge without having any negative

effects on the environment.



Pet Waste Stations
Pet Waste Stations were installed throughout the City in 2012, and were maintained by
DoodyCalls. All but four stations showed an increase in use during the 2015-2016 year. There
was an overall increase over the 2014-2015 recorded numbers. Additionally, 4 Pet Waste
Stations were installed by 2 different Civic Leagues throughout the City of Portsmouth and will
be maintained by the respective Civic League. Reports and statistics about use at each location

can be found in the following pages.

Environmental Yard Inspection Program

In FY2013, to provide for consistent inspections, the City contracted with Kimley-Horn
to write new Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPPs) for each of the yards, provide
training and conduct quarterly SWPPP inspections. SWPPPs for the Frederick Boulevard
Operations Center, Meander Road Public Utilities and Victory Boulevard Parks and Recreation
facilities were provided in late FY2013, and the training and inspections began in FY2014. The
SWPPPs were updated in early calendar year 2015. Inlet protection around the Operations C
enter is routinely monitored by the Public Works Department. A copy of the removal document

is attached, as well as statistics for sediment removed from the Witches Hat



Hoffler Creek

As part of our TMDL plan and requirements for the MS4 permit for the City, monthly
testing of Hoffler Creek is conducted. Four different sites were chosen and samples are delivered
to HRSD to be analyzed. Levels of Fecal Coliform and Enterococcus are measured and the

following reports show the levels throughout the year.

structural BMPs. This agreement also authorizes the City to make repairs at the owner's expense
should the owners fail to satisfy their maintenance responsibilities. A copy of this agreement is
provided at the end of this chapter. The City is also currently negotiating its next MS4 Permit
with the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).

In June 2012, the City of Portsmouth participated in an MS4 Program compliance
inspection with the US Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and the Department of
Conservation and Recreation. The USEPA provided its report of findings to the City in June
2013. City staff provided a response to the USEPA in August 2013. The City offered program
enhancements to reduce penalty from the 2012 inspection. The USEPA accepted suggested
program enhancements. City staff is currently implementing enhancements as agreed upon in the
Administrative Penalty Order. Some of their recommendations will be revisited when the City of
Portsmouth receives its new MS4 Permit. Others may not be implemented due to the lack of
legal authority by the City. A settlement conference with the USEPA is scheduled for October
2014. This conference was held in FY2015 and was settled.

In FY2014, staff prepared to implement the new Virginia Stormwater Management
Program (VSMP) July 1, 2014 as required by State Law. Staff also continues to examine
existing ordinances, policies, and programs to ensure consistency and to eliminate conflicts with
the new VSMP. The City of Portsmouth stormwater staff is involved with the DEQ training
program to ensure that it has certified individuals to implement the new VSMP and will continue

to train other local staff, commissions, etc., on the basics of the VSMP.

The stormwater staff has initiated an asset management pilot program that includes a GIS
gap analysis to set up protocols and systems to implement elements of the new VSMP and MS4

Permit.

Additionally, City-owned parcels have been evaluated to determine if they can be used to
implement BMP strategies that would meet TMDL requirements and satisfy Phase Il WIP

requirements.



Status of Adoption of the Stormwater Ordinance

The City of Portsmouth has demonstrated adequate legal authority to address the
regulatory requirements of CFR 122.26(d)(2)(A)-(F). Following acquisition of the permit, the
City code has proven sufficient to address any issues that have arisen. The City will continue to
monitor the adequacy of the code to meet all current and proposed regulatory requirements. The

City previously revised Chapter 11 of its code to adopt the state



Addition of Portsmouth Public Schools

Pursuant to the Phase Il portion of the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4)
regulations, the City of Portsmouth previously entered into an agreement with the Portsmouth
School Board to formally incorporate responsibility for the operation of its stormwater system
into the City
